Anyone interested can attend the Community
Education class which the College is
providing. All a person needs to do is
either call College of the Canyons,
Continuing Education at 661-362-3300 to
enroll or enroll on-line by going to the
COC Website, www.canyons.edu , then
go to the Community Education and click
on the register online place, under
"Business & Careers", go to Test Prep.
That link will take them to the Land
Surveyor in Training Exam Review,
course number 240011, fill out the
requested information and pay for the
class.

Top Faculty Named at Santiago Canyon College

Orange — Rick Adams of Irvine has received Santiago Canyon College’s (SCC)
faculty excellence award for 2009.

Adams holds a B.A. degree
in psychology from the University of California, Berkeley as well as two M.A. degrees
(in English literature and theology) from California State University, Los Angeles and
Fuller Theological Seminary.

Also earning honors is part-time instructor Gregory Sebourn of Fullerton. In addition to
working full-time at Johnson-Frank & Associates, Inc. as a senior survey project
manager, Sebourn has taught land surveying for the college since 2004. He serves in a
leadership capacity in the California Land Surveyor’s Association (CLSA) and several
other professional organizations. Sebourn has been instrumental in fundraising for SCC’s
land surveying program, including obtaining funds for scholarships and securing
equipment donations. With his assistance, the Santiago Canyon College Land Surveying
program has grown into one of the largest community college program in the continental
u.S.
