Those were the greatest 
vacations ever, and from my recollection I 
was never bored; which prompted me to call 
him and ask how good of a traveler I was. 
 
Luckily he gave me the answer I was looking 
for and said that I was a great traveler and 
was never bored! 
 
So throughout our trip from time to time I 
would have my daughter turn off all her 
technology and have her stare out the 
window and tell me what she saw. 
 
I figure that maybe by giving and taking a little 
she might appreciate some of the beautiful 
scenery that our country has to offer. 
 
I think that she truly 
did enjoy some of the scenery, heck we even 
played the “alphabet” game a couple of 
times. 
 
But my vacation is not what this article is all 
about, what it is about is our beautiful country 
and what it has to offer us. 

I know that a lot of people like to leave the 
country for vacation, like maybe sunning 
themselves in Mexico or maybe doing a 
European vacation, but sometimes people 
forget that there is a lot to explore right here 
at home. 
 
I’m sure we have all had the opportunity to do 
some camping here or there, but if you think 
about it, we are lucky to have so many 
resources available to us. 
 
What I’m talking about is our California State 
Parks and our National Park Service. 
 

 
 
California’s first state park was the Yosemite 
Grant, which today constitutes part of 
Yosemite National Park. 
 
In 1864, the federal government set aside 
Yosemite Valley for preservation and ceded 
the land to the state. 
 
In 1902 Big Basin Redwoods State Park was 
founded, which is our states oldest park. 
 
In 1927 the California Legislature established 
the State Park Commission.  The following 
year, a newly-established State Park 
Commission began gathering support for the 
first state park bond issue. 
 
Its efforts were rewarded in 1928 when 
Californian’s voted nearly three-to-one in 
favor of a $6 million park bond act. 
 
Since its induction the California State Parks 
manages 278 parks and 1.4 million acres, 
with over 280 miles of coastline; 625 miles of 
lake and river frontage; nearly 15,000 
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campsites; and 3,000 miles of hiking, biking, 
and equestrian trails! 
 

 
 
Since 1872 the United States National Park 
Service has grown from a single, public 
reservation called Yellowstone National Park 
to now embrace over 450 natural, historical, 
recreational, and cultural areas throughout 
this great nation of ours. 
 
These areas include diverse varieties of 
areas – National Parks, National Monuments, 
National Memorials, National Military Parks, 
National Parkways, National Recreation 
Areas, National Seashores, National Scenic 
Riverways, Nation Scenic Trails, and others. 
 
Even though my main goal on my vacation 
was to get to Oregon to see my in-laws, I did 
manage to get in a few sights.  This is where 
the give and take came into play with my 
daughter. 
 
Knowing that I was going to make some key 
stops on our trip, ever time we were near 
something I wanted her to enjoy I had her 
turn off all her gadgets. 
 
Two of the stops that come to mind were 
Crater Lake National Park and The Avenue 
of the Giants in the Humboldt Redwoods 
State Park.

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Origins – An Article by Tony 
Cuomo 
 
In an old storage cabinet, on a lower shelf, all 
the way in the back.  
 
A ragged cardboard box, dimensions maybe 
5” x 5” x 10” 
 
It looked really old.  
 
As I turned it over, I read the address on the 
mailing label. The package was addressed to 
Paul A. Cuomo, 8118 Cantaloupe Ave., 
Panorama City, California, and was sent from 
International Correspondence Schools, 
Scranton 15, Pa., U.S.A…….. 
 
One of the duties that fell to me once my 
father had passed away was to clean up his 
office a bit, to go through drawers, folders, 
cabinets and miscellaneous stacks of stuff, 
and look for any important files that might 
contain current projects or any other sort of 
critical data that should be attended to. 
 
I didn’t really find a lot of that sort of thing, but 
I did find the old box….  
 
At the time he passed I had already been 
teaching with him, through Pacific Land 
Seminars, since 1990. And, as one would 
expect, I had also attended many of his 
classes and seminars in my own effort to 
pass “THE TEST”. Over the years, I had 
heard him reply to questions about the origins 
of Pacific Land Seminars many times. He 
would always mention the basic facts about 
how he started teaching at the Jr. College 
survey classes, and that how, as an off-shoot 
of that, he thought it would be a good idea to 
create a vehicle wherein test candidates 
could round out their preparation with a 
strong review course.

actually teaching the ‘day portion’ of the 
seminar, or the all important ‘evening 
session’ of the seminar.   
 
Since the early 1980’s, Pacific Land 
Seminars has been providing the type of 
review class my dad had envisioned from the 
start. The classes were often lively, 
interactive sessions, designed to keep the 
student engaged. Lots of teaching, lots of 
problems, and lots of solutions – that seemed 
to be the formula that worked for him. And 
judging from the number of California 
surveyors who have credited, in part, Pacific 
Land Seminars, as a portion of their 
successful efforts in passing “THE TEST”, 
that formula seemed to work for a great many 
others, too.

I asked my mom about the box, and she had 
no idea, initially. When I inquired about the 
address, she told me that’s where her and my 
dad lived in the late ‘50s / early ‘60s. As I 
opened the box and pulled out the contents, 
she remembered.  
 
“Oh, your father spent hours with those 
things”, she said. 
 
What I found was nothing short of wondrous, 
for from inside this 50 year-old, ragged, beat-
up and battered cardboard box spilled out a 
series around 40 pamphlets, each about 35 
to 70 pages long, with titles like “Logarithims”, 
“Compass Surveying”, “Elements of 
Photogrammetry”, “U.S. Land Surveys”, 
“Circular and Parabolic Curves”, 
“Fundamentals of Law for Surveyors”, and on 
and on. I had found what my dad had been 
mysteriously alluding to all those years! It was 
his own version of a Professional 
Development Program, which consisted of a 
correspondence course on the various 
surveying topics contained in those little 
pamphlets, and he had kept it with him for 
nearly 50 years! 
 
So, the next time I hear someone pine away 
for the fact that there just aren’t that many 
opportunities for preliminary or continuing 
survey education these days, I think I’ll send 
them the address for the International 
Correspondence Schools, Scranton 15, Pa., 
U.S.A. That’s where one of the greatest 
surveyors I’ve ever known got his start – 
maybe it will work for them, too. 
 
I don’t know, what do you think?
