PRESIDENT'S LETTER

"Old School." It's an interesting phrase,
wouldn't you agree? What does it bring to
mind? Obsolescence? Out dated? Old timey?
None of those images are actually very
flattering, really. They all imply, nay, they
insist, that "Old School" should be avoided,
that "New School" is the shining light that will
illuminate the gleaming path forward, into the
great, glittering future. Well, I'm not 100%
sold on that, and | think we need to examine,
recognize, and embrace "Old School"
whenever possible.....

O.K. Let's get it out of the way up front: "Old
School" really can't happen without "Old
Guys", now, can it? After all, who better to
have old school ways than someone who
was around when old school was new
school? | don't want this to be a discussion
about "old guys", just "Old School". Second
issue — you can't really have "Old School"
without "New School", right? But remember
when "OIld School" was "New School"? |
remember when | first used a Wild T-1, which
replaced the transit. Holy Mother of Pearl!!!
You mean | don't need a magnifying glass to
read the angle? How about the first time you
used a top-mounted E.D.M. to measure a
mile, as opposed to chaining it? Wow! How
cool was that? Think about the evolutions of
the many software applications we use every
day. Windows 3 was a miracle. No more
fumbling around with clunky D.O.S.
commands — just point, click, drag, & drop !!!
And, for the most part, those 'miracles' have
all been relegated to the museum shelves,
i.e., the attic. Some of them are so obsolete,
we don't even see them at the C.L.S.A.
Scholarship Auction!!

However, just because a technology or a
procedure is "Old School", it doesn't mean
that it needs to be taken out into the desert
and buried. True, there are a lot of holes out
there, but we need to be careful not to
automatically dismiss something just because
there may be a new way to accomplish the
same task. As | grow older (am | an old guy

yet??) | tend to view the term "Old School" in
a different lightt To me, it implies a
perspective that can bring to use the right tool
for the job.

Case in point: | was working with a rented
crew once on a boundary survey. | met the
crew on-site, gave them the centerline tie
notes for an intersection in which the
monument had been destroyed. It was a
calm neighborhood, so it made sense to
resurrect the centerline point and traverse
through it. | left them to accomplish that, and
went to the other three intersections to set up
the sights for our traverse. Upon my return, |
found them no closer to re-establishing the
centerline point than when | had left. They
had their nice new Trimble total station set up
on one of the four tangent-over curb tie
points, and the 360-dgree prism & remote
controller were ready to go, but there had
been no discernable progress after that. The
problem was that they were trying to
calculate some sort of local coordinate
system from the tie notes so they could ray-
out the centerline point, but there were no
bearings or angles on the tie notes, just
something that was completely
unrecognizable to them — tangent-over curb
ties with only distances.....

(Cue the super hero theme music now,
‘cause Captain Old School is about to make
his triumphant entrance)

"So, what seems to be the problem?", |
asked.

They explained that without coordinates for
the points, they could not utilize the robotic &
remote ray-out capabilities of the total station.
| asked them if it was turned on, and they
said yes, that it was leveled and over the
point, but without the necessary coordinates,
they were dead in the water, so to speak. It
was a lucky thing that one of them was
holding the clip board, because | was looking
for something to smack them with. |
instructed one of them to turn the gun off, and
the other one to head across the intersection
and give me a back-sight on the opposite tie



point with his plumb bob, which, of course,
he did not even posses. O.K., then, just go
over there, | said, and hold a pencil on the
lead & tack. But what good will that do, they
both wondered??? The gun is 'off, they said,
and without power, it won't work! You can
guess where this is going, can't you? |
reminded them that the total station did
indeed still have an actual scope that one
could actually look through to give line. (They
eventually admitted to never having even
done that with their instrument). We executed
a couple straddler-marks from that set-up,
moved to the other pair of points, did the
same, and "Tah-Dah", instant centerline point
resurrection, without batteries.

Now, would it have been quicker and easier if
there were more raw data to use, i.e.,
perhaps some bearings on the tie-notes?
You bet. Would it have been a more
accurately re-positioned point? Perhaps, with
the right methods. Are coordinates a
wonderful thing? In the right hands, yes. But,
are they necessarily always the right 'tool' for
the job. No, not necessarily. Could we have
re-set the point just as efficiently with a T-1
and a chain? Absolutely.

About 25 years ago (did | just say that?) |
worked with a particular Party Chief at the
County of Orange. Being on Charlie Doyle's
crew was great, among other reasons,
because Charlie was "Old School". He knew
exactly which tool or which procedure to use
for each job. He knew when to dial it back to
'3, and when to crank it up to '11'. (Yes, his
went to '11'. Not very often, but it did go to
'11") In part, that is what "Old School" means
to me: having a big, versatile bag of tricks to
use, and knowing when and how to use
them.

Take note, however, that "Old School" does
not necessarily mean "Strictly Old School".
The latter is, in my opinion, akin to
professional suicide. Having a big, versatile
bag of tricks means that you are constantly
adding new tricks to the bag. If you have ever
taken topo with a rag tape, a right-angle
prism, and a Lenker Rod, you remember that

you could actually get quite a bit of work done
with that method compared to other methods
available at the time. If, however, you
continue to cling to the notion that that
particular methodology is still the bees'
knees, you need to get a few new tricks.

This whole concept is based on the fact that
without "New School", there is no "Old
School", both literally and figuratively. Many
think that new methods are constantly
'replacing' old ones. | think a better way of
looking at progress is that more and more
tricks are being added to the bag. Often,
"New School" suffers from what appears to
be some sort of professional A.D.D. — the
newest, shiniest, flashiest tools get our
attention, and like lemmings to the sea, we
tend to mindlessly migrate toward what could
prove to be our un-doing. It's all about the
means to the end, and you can't justify the
means if you don't understand what needs to
happen in the end. The answer to the
question of "How do we perform a certain
task?" should often be another question:
"What are we attempting to accomplish?"
LIDAR is cool. LIDAR is relatively
inexpensive. LIDAR is fast. But is it efficient?
In my opinion, 'Efficiency' is a function of
‘Time' and 'Accuracy'. Is LIDAR quick? Yes,
but will it support the accuracy needs of your
project? Hmmmm... Is RTK quick? Yes, but
will it support the accuracy needs of your
project? Hmmmmmm.... The 'End’ must
totally define the 'Means'.

Now, as more and more tricks are being
added to our bag, we are faced with a very
interesting concept. Yes, an old trick might be
the right one for the job, but there is now a
vast separation between the accuracies of
some of the new tricks compared to the
accuracies of some of the old tricks. For
decades, if you really think about it, the
methods available to the average surveyor to
do the average job basically vyielded
comparable accuracies. This is now no
longer the case — we have at our fingertips a
range of tools and procedures that, with
varying degrees of effort, can produce wildly
different results. Yet, in the end, we have



failed to comprehensively catalogue or
categorize or differentiate these results, or
consider the effects these results will have on
the public we serve. Translated: Because
California has no mandated standards for
what it means to do an accurate survey, the
field is wide open for, and accepting of, the
failure to provide for an effective 'Means',
because the 'End" is  un-defined.
Unfortunately, both "Old School" and "New
School" often have to yield to "Now School",
as in get it done NOW, as quickly and
cheaply as you can.

Regardless of "Old School" or "New School",
how often have your proposals for projects
fallen victim to "Now School"? How often
have you ended up shaking your head and
asking "How could they do that job for that
cost?". And, in the back of your mind
(hopefully) you are also asking "How could
they do that job correctly for that cost?" The
hang up is that for most every project, there is
no official definition for what doing the job
correctly actually entails. "Old School", "New
School", whatever — it really does not matter,
it seems, because without defined accuracy
standards, the only thing that seems to
matter is the economics of the project. And,
as | hope you'll agree, if we continue to allow
economic considerations to drive professional
practice, it will be a long slippery slope. The
real and perceived differentiation between
"Old School" and "New School" will cease to
exist, because eventually, school will close.

One man's ceiling is another man's floor — it's

true in life, it's true in love, and it's abundantly
true in surveying.

EDITOR’'S CORNER
Greetings Members,
As you know the NFL lockout is over, a new

collective bargaining agreement is in place
and the 2011 football season is underway!

This can only mean one thing; it's time for
Fantasy Football! For those of you who are
not familiar with the concept, | will try to
explain it as best as | can.

Fantasy Football is an interactive, virtual
competition in which you can manage a
professional football team that you draft and
pit it up against other players in your chosen
league.

FANTASY FOOTBALL

Basically Fantasy Football allows you to act
as a general manager of a pseudo-football
team that is a part of a league. As a
manager of this team, you are able to draft,
trade, add/drop players to a roster that you
have created.



Fantasy Football actually originated in the
City of Oakland in 1962 by Wilfred
Winkenbach. Wilfred, who was part owner of
the Oakland Raiders, had presented the idea
of Fantasy Football to two writers for the
Oakland Tribune while on a team trip.

The three quickly formed an eight-team
league which was based on a point system
they came up with. The inaugural league
was called the GOPPPL (Greater Oakland
Professional Pigskin Prognosticators
League).

In the early years, there were very few
leagues involved, and only real serious
players were involved.

Only serious players were involved due to the
fact that the game became very strenuous
looking through statistics every week and
remembering to call each week with changes
and line-ups.

Now thirty years later, with the help and
convenience of the internet, the game of
Fantasy Football has become somewhat of a
phenomenon. Itis now estimated that over
19 million people participate in public or
private Fantasy Football leagues nationally.

In Fantasy Football there are several different
types of leagues: Head-to-head, Total Points,
Dynasty, and Salary Cap leagues. The two
most popular are Head-to-head and Total
Points.

-
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The type of league is the first thing a new
manager must consider before getting
involved. Many of these leagues are either
private; against friends, family members or
co-workres, or public; against strangers on
the internet.

I myself, for the past eight years, belong to a
private Head-to-head league which | enjoy.

In a Head-to-head league the emphasis is on
a greater sense of competitiveness. In my
league we have 8 teams that are paired up
against one another on a weekly basis.

Every September the league | am in gets
together and has a live draft party to pick our



players for the new season. In the live draft
we choose our players in turn.

We are required to draft 2 quarterbacks, 5
running backs, 4 wide receivers, 1 tight end,
2 kickers, and 2 defenses.

It pays to research each position ahead of
time so you can draft the best players for
each position. Unfortunately you don't
always get the players you want, so it is
important to have as many options as
possible. You might not be able to draft the
quarterback you wanted, but the top running
back might be available!

After the draft is over it's time to play the
game. Each drafted player’s stats for each
week is worth a certain amount of points. All
the points are added, and the one with the
most points wins for the week.

If a player becomes injured or is not worth
keeping, an owner can release him in return
for another player who was not drafted or is
available.

Another thing you can look forward to in
Fantasy Football is a lot of trash talking.
Once you're set in a league, all the arm chair
guarterbacks start coming out with their takes
and opinions.

There’s nothing quite like getting an email
from Mr. Dave Woolley as he claims to have
the best team in the league; dream on!

Earlier this month, we saw an e-mail about
the surveying education program at SCC and
how they were in need of students. | believe
this problem is common to many of the
educational courses currently available at
both universities and local community
colleges.

This slower economy is a perfect time for all
of us, from the initiate to the veteran, to take
advantage of the great programs available.
Personally, | have seen this slow down as the
perfect time to increase my own knowledge in
areas | thought | was competent and areas |
want to expand my business.

Employees: The available field of candidates
for jobs is larger than ever; make yourself
stand out by showing that you are serious
about expanding your knowledge and
capabilities.

Caltrans News:

Excerpts from CALTRANS NEWS dated
July 2011, from the “Director’s Corner”
(Malcolm Dougherty, Acting Caltrans
Director):

We are also currently in the middle of our
new statewide Move Over safety campaign
that will help educate the public about the
Move Over law, which requires drivers to
move over a lane, if safe to do so, or slow
down when they see Caltrans trucks with
flashing amber lights. Prior to this
campaign, we warned motorists to watch
out for highway workers using our
changeable message signs and we will
continue to seek innovative ways to raise
awareness and improve safety.

We are partnering with the California
Highway Patrol, whose officers are talking
about the new campaign on their morning
traffic updates to the media; the Department
of Motor Vehicles, which is working to
include the Move Over law with their Slow
for the Cone Zone information in the DMV
handbook and driver's license test; and the
California Office of Traffic Safety. The Move
Over campaign utilized our 700 electronic
highway message signs and electronic
billboards throughout the state to display
our Move Over safety message. We have
also created a public service announcement
to play on TV and websites. All these efforts
are designed to protect you—the highway
workers and drivers of California.

I'd like to congratulate our Los Angeles
District 7 team on their recent
accomplishment on Interstate 405. During



the July 16 weekend, we successfully
closed the freeway and demolished the two
eastbound lanes on the Mulholland Bridge,
which crosses one of the busiest highways
in the nation. Now there is one lane for each
direction of traffic. This was done as part of
the 1-405 northbound carpool lane project
we are building with our partners at the Los
Angeles County Metropolitan Transportation
Authority. This innovative local design-build
project will close a gap in the 1-405 HOV
system between Interstate 10 and U.S.
Highway 101. The Recovery Act contributed
$189 million toward this $1.34 billion project,
which we plan to wrap up in 2013.

And lastly, we are fortunate to have an on-
time 2011-12 state budget. This is the first
year in many years that a budget has been
passed prior to July 1. The new budget
authorizes Caltrans to spend $13.3 billion
on state transportation during this new fiscal
year. This includes $3.3 billion of
Proposition 1B bond money for
transportation projects, which is dependent
on future bond sales. And while we didn't do
too badly on the budget, there were some
take-aways, including $971 million owed to
the State Highway Account from the
General Fund that will instead be used to
pay transportation bond debt. This and
other assembly bills were part of a
multibillion dollar plan to bring the state
budget into balance in these very tough
economic times.

We are also working very closely with our
local partners to deal with a reduction in
resources to prepare Project Initiation
Documents (PIDs), which are the
documents that outline the scope, cost, and
schedule of a proposed project, and are
required before a project can begin. These
are important because they help Caltrans
and local partners determine the priority of
projects to be developed in future years.
