How close is close enough? 

There seems to be two schools of thought in the showing of measured values on maps.  The first 

school being that of :  If you are close to the shown record data, (close may be 0.03’ to 0.30’), 

some surveyors prefer to show measured and record on their map.  The second school of thought 

is that the surveyor shows what was measured and relies on an order of evidence i.e. monument 

(natural or artificial), deed call etc. to determine the boundary.  It is my intention to offer one 

point of view with the expectation of generating some discussion,  gauge our standard of practice 

in Orange County and to gain some insight as to other surveyor’s reasoning. 

A problem that I have faced, seemingly with more and more frequency, arises following a 

resurvey  completed within the last couple years that follows a survey completed 20 to 40 years 

ago.  The map will show the data as Measured and Record through out. Yet, when I measure the 

corresponding line, finding the same monuments, I will have much as 0.2’ to 0.3’ of a foot 

difference.  This initiates a system of checks; Is my glass offset correct?  Has the monument been 

disturbed?  Did we check that we were over the monument?  Is it the correct monument?  Is the 

instrument level? etc..  As with most surveyors, we tend to look at our own work before 

questioning another surveyor’s work. 

With today’s technology it is common place to be able to position a monument within the plus or 

minus range of 0.035’ at two sigma (95%).  With the advent of Star*Net or similar least squares 

programs it is possible to enter in your instrument specifications, regardless if it is twenty years 

old or if you purchased it yesterday, and determine how well you are able to position a 

monument.  I believe that most of us are operating instruments that measure a single direction at 

plus or minus 00-00-02” and a single distance at or near 0.01 to 0.015 at 3-5ppm.  However, you 

must also factor in the other sources of error such as tribrach centering etc. to arrive at 0.035’ at 

two sigma.   

It seems that if surveyor’s rely on the order of evidence they will find that in most cases it makes 

little or no difference if they show what the actual measurements are relative to record.  The 

record angle and distance is near the bottom of the list and for good reason.  The courts have 

understood that surveyor’s consistently have variations in their measurements and therefore; the 

monuments tend to have more credence.  With that in mind, it seems that measuring different 

than record has, in most cases, little or no consequence.  Besides, who better to judge the 

consequence than an expert in measurement (a surveyor). 

Are we not pushing the burden of boundary determination to the next surveyor by not showing 

our actual measurements?  The problem seems to be compounded when we have a recent 

resurvey  that we must now factor into our analysis.   This practice may actually be the 

perpetuation of  the M&R legacy.  Most of us are reluctant to file a map in direct opposition of 

our brethren.  Therefore, do we resign ourselves to the filing of a M & R map?  We have taken 

the time to send the crew to recover the monuments,  measure the lines and complete the 

notes.  Why not apply those measurements to the mapping? 

I believe that some of the problem is actually due to the technology.  When we acquired the 

ability to measure horizontal distances, set our plate reading to zero and to run a compass rule 



adjustment in a hand held calculator it made our everyday life much easier. The compass rule 

adjustment, for lack of anything better, served us well.  But, it may very well have done damage 

to good measurements.  Do you suppose that in every survey completed that the longest line was 

actually deserving of the most adjustment?   The least squares adjustment, although it is not 

perfect, far exceeds the capabilities of the compass rule adjustment.    

Another benefit of being a surveyor is that we have our own language and jargon that separates us 

from others.  Much of our jargon relates to construction surveying and it seems to spill over into 

the boundary surveying.  This creates a problem when we are told by another surveyor that  “ we 

had to “”tweak””, “”fudge””, “”warp”” “ the boundary and that the map or coordinates may not 

fit the ground measurements.   I have yet to find a boundary textbook that defines these terms or 

actual procedures involved and more importantly how it may apply to my problem at hand. 

Before you quickly pen your letter to the editor, I must state that it is not my intention to imply 

that each time we measure differently than another surveyor that we set a monument next to the 

existing monument.  It may very well only be required that I show “accepted as...” and what I 

actually measured in the field.  I hope that we can generate some dialogue on this and/or  any 

other survey related topic.  I look forward to your responses.
