I. The State Budget

The state budget deficit for the current and
upcoming year has increased from an
estimated $22 billion to $24 billion. The
Governor's May revised budget (proposed
budget for capital outlay support projects)
would slightly reduce both Caltrans staffing
and contracting, but primarily staff. State
Legislative Committees prefer much less
reductions to staff.

Il. Other Caltrans ltems of Interest:

An A & E Contract for surveying work at
District 12, Irvine will be advertised very soon.
Interested parties should closely watch the
following Caltrans website for information,
including the “A&E Look Ahead Report”
(Contract 12NEWO1 for District 12 includes
surveying work):

District 12 is finalizing the results of recent
interviews of candidates to hire one
transportation survey party chief position
(requiring a license). There is a shortage of
gualified surveyors across most state districts
due to attrition that is expected to accelerate
in future years.

The TCA has asked the federal Commerce
Department to overrule the California Coastal
Commission’s decision to halt the Foothill
South Toll Road Project. The Commerce
Department will hold a public hearing this
summer to consider this matter.
