EDITOR’S CORNER 
 
Greetings Members, 
 
I hope that this newsletter finds you healthy 
and in good spirits! 
 
Well last Friday was our annual pool 
tournament and I must say that we had an 
excellent turnout. 
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We had over 30 people in attendance!  There 
were some great matches, but in the end 
Bruce Hall has regained his throne. 
 
I would like to take this opportunity to thank 
John Pavlik and Joe Padilla for doing such a 
great job in keeping Paul Cuomo’s 
tournament going; thus the name “Pauly Fats 
Pool Tournament”. 
 

 
 
Since we are on the subject of the pool 
tournament, I thought I would lay a little 
history on you. 
 
The noble game of billiards has a very long 
and rich history stretching from its inception in 
the 15th century in Northern Europe and 
probably France.   
 
The game of billiards was actually derived 
from a lawn game similar to croquet in the 
1340’s. 
 
The game was moved indoors to a wooden 
table with a green cloth to simulate grass.  
The sides of the wood table had a simple 
wood border place to keep the balls on the 
table. 
 
Back in the day the sticks used for the game 
were large maces.  The balls were not struck, 
but merely shoved; this action was similar to 
shuffle board. 
 
The Cue stick came along later in the 1600’s.  
During play when the ball lied near a rail, it 
became difficult to use the mace, for it had a 
very big head.  In this instance the players 
would turn the mace around and use the tail 
end of the mace, which was called the 
“queue” end of the stick; thus the word “cue”. 
 

As for the billiard tables go, they were flat 
with vertical walls for rails.  As I mentioned 
before, their sole purpose was to keep the 
balls from falling off the table.   The rails on 
the table resembled river banks and were 
thus referred to as banks.  When players 
found out that the balls would bounce off the 
rails, they began to deliberately aim at them.  
Thus the “bank shot” was invented! 
 
Billiards is better known to the common folk 
as “pool”.   The word “pool” means a 
collective bet, or ante.  Many non-billiard 
games, such as poker, involve a pool, but it 
was the pocket billiard that the name became 
attached. 
 
The term “poolroom” now means a place 
where pool is played, but in the 19th century a 
poolroom was a betting parlor for horse 
racing.  Pool tables were installed so patrons 
could pass time between races.  The two 
became connected in the public mind, but the 
connotation of “poolroom’ came from the 
betting that took place there, not from 
billiards. 
 
I hope that you enjoyed my brief history of the 
game of pool and I hope that you may 
consider playing in next year’s tournament.
