Revisit SOPAC/CSRC Discussion: E-
Mail correspondence from KC
Offenberg was considered. KC
Offenberg brought to the Boards
attention last month, that as it is
based at an educational institution,
SOPAC/CSRC is no doubt going to
be subject to budget cut-backs. KC
noted that within the last 52 weeks,
the services provided have been
‘down’ for 2 weeks. KC suggested
that it might be a good idea to

promote the idea that their services
be switched to a pay service, perhaps
with a nominal yearly subscription
service. KC suggested that the CLSA
would be a likely body to spearhead
such an effort. Discussion topics
included specific questions about the
regional and statewide use of the
provided services, the potential
availability of State of Federal
Government grant money, the
potential availability of state C.L.S.A.
money, and the potential of how
much a ‘nominal yearly subscription
service’ might cost versus the
potential of lost production in the
event of un-scheduled program
down-time. Tony will contact Art
Andrews (O.C. Geomatics Dept.) to
get some basic info about the
functional issues at hand, and will
report back at a future meeting.

Revisit support of JPPC efforts to
pursue litigation: Dave spoke of
potential effort by the O.C. J.P.P.C. to
pursue litigation against a target city
(T.B.A.) regarding the failure to
monitor and uphold existing
monument preservation legislation.
Discussion topic included various
incidents of cities failures to uphold
the current laws, the concept that
O.C. C.L.S.A. financial efforts would
be contingent upon State C.L.S.A.
reimbursement, and a general
agreement that this type of action
would be warranted. Dave will
continue to inform the Board on the
progress and needs of this potential
effort.

Greetings Members,

Well here we are in the month of June, half
way through the year.

Every month | try to write articles that are
different and interesting; something other
than surveying topics.

Not that | don’'t enjoy my profession, but we
are surrounded by it all the time. So why not
spice things up a little and write about
something new and intriguing.

| hope you have enjoyed the past articles that
| have written so far.

Well the month of June is no exception; this
month’s hot topic is FIFA World Cup Soccer!

First of all it's true, soccer is a real sport and
this month marks the beginning of one of
soccer’s greatest tournaments.

Before | get into the World Cup, | will try to
give you a brief history of the Sport.

There have been many different cultures that
have played similar sports that resemble the
game that we play today.

It's really hard to say who invented soccer
and there are several opinions regarding the
subject. The country that invented modern
soccer as it is known today is England, but
historical references attest that diverse forms
of soccer were around for ages.

Believe it or not, earlier variations of the sport
were played almost 3,000 years ago.

One of the earliest forms of soccer in which
players kicked a ball around on a small field
has been traced back to 1004 B.C. in Japan.

The Munich Ethnological Museum in
Germany has Chinese text from
approximately 50 B.C. that mentions games
very similar to soccer that were played
between teams from Japan and China.

Now the form of soccer that we know of today
was officially born in a Tavern in London in
1863 under the pens of several clubs that
formed the Football Association and wrote
the Laws of the Game.

In a short time, soccer went from a local
phenomenon around England, to an
international game that is watched and loved
by close to 3 billion people worldwide!

The history of World Cup Soccer goes back
to the start of FIFA which was formed in the
year 1904.



Seven European soccer associations from
Denmark, France, Spain, Belgium,
Switzerland and the Netherlands met in
Paris, France and created FIFA.

For those of you who don’t know, FIFA
stands for Federation Internationale de
Football Association, which is the sports
global governing body.

However, World Cup soccer History really
owes it's beginnings to Jules Rimet who
became President of the World football
Association in the year 1921.

Rimet proposed an international tournament
to unite the world and of course the various
soccer federations.

The first world cup soccer tournament was
organized for 1930. The History of World
Cup Soccer truly was formed through the
World Football Federation’s efforts after
World War | to bring forth the vision that
“soccer could reinforce the ideals of
permanent and real peace”.

The vision was planted in 1926 and by May
26" 1928 five European countries and the
host country of Uruguay made history by
planning the first World Cup Soccer
Tournament.

The idea was to keep the World Cup Soccer
tournaments between the years of the
scheduled summer and winter Olympics, thus
the tournament is played every four years.

The first World Cup game was played on July
13™ 1930 in Pocitos Stadium with France
beating Mexico 4-1. And so the history of
World Cup soccer games began.

The first Cup games had European teams
from France, Romania, Yugoslavia and
Belgium compete along with South American
teams of Uruguay, Brazil, Argentina, Chile
Bolivia, Paraquay and Peru and the North
American teams of Mexico and the United
States.

The history of World Cup games ended
abruptly for twelve years due to World War 1.
Only 3 tournaments were played before the
war, but when the World Cup tournament
resumed it rapidly grew in interest and status.

For the World Cup tournament starting June
11™ out of a field of 202 countries through
gualifying rounds, we have 32 countries
competing for the coveted title and the United
States is right in the hunt!

From the final 32 teams competing, the
United States is ranked 14" overall. Not bad
for a county that doesn’t embrace soccer as
other countries do.

It is estimated that billions of people around
the world watch soccer on TV and the World
Cup tournament is truly a global event.

FIFA estimates that 240 million people play
soccer regularly in more than 200 countries.
As a matter of fact | am one of them. | myself
play with a group of co-workers every Friday
at lunch to keep ourselves in shape.

Bottom line is that soccer is claimed by many
to be the most popular sport in the world, and
the World Cup Soccer Tournament is brilliant
in bringing all of this world excitement
together at once, every four years.
