PRESIDENT'S LETTER

Well I won't back down

No | won't back down

You can stand me up at the gates of hell
But | won't back down

Tom Petty, 1988

Strong words of defiance against the forces
of the opposition, indeed. When do you feel
this way? On the freeway, in bumper-to-
bumper traffic? During an argument with your
partner, or your high school age kids? When
you get the check letter from that pesky map
checker? Well, traffic isn't going to get any
better, and I'm really not the one to dispense
advice on your domestic battles, but let's talk
about map checkers for a while.....

I've had the opportunity to approach this topic
from 'both sides of the counter’, so to speak,
from the perspective as the ‘checkee' and the
‘checker'. From this point of view, | would
have to say that the most important thing to
remember is that map checkers are people,
too. They put their pants on one leg at a time,
and are subjected to the same up's and
down's as you and I. Let me explain.....

The process of checking a map is often a
complex one. In exercising the rigors and
responsibilities necessary to stand behind the
mandate that the map must be technically
and mathematically correct, there's a lot of
ground to cover. A good map checker must
be familiar with State Law, local ordinance,
and the ever allusive 'Professional Standard
of Care'. It's a tall order, and one that is
fraught with two main pit-falls: the subjective
concept of personal preference vs.
Professional Standard of Care, and the
objective concept of map-checking vs. quality
control.

With regard to the former, | frequently hear
that suggested revisions I've included in a
check letter represent my own personal
preference and that the consultant being
reviewed does not need to bend to my

'whims'. Honestly, I've often brought that
same point of view against reviews of my
own work. If you find yourself in this position,
where you think your work is being judged
not only against the actual rules and
regulations, but also against the personal
preferences of the checker, | would advise
you to consider the following: First and
foremost, it is your map — when you sign and
seal the finished product, you are accepting
100 percent of the liability for the information
shown on the map. Thus, if you are being
pressed on a certain point, if you believe you
are correct, and you can objectively prove
it, you should make a concerted effort to
communicate that to the checker. Example: |
was recently informed that | could not include
two signatures on a Record of Survey. True,
it is a bit un-orthodox, but under the law, it is
perfectly permissible. The map checker's
request was based primarily on an un-
familiarity with a somewhat obscure portion of
the law, and on the fact that the practice of
dual or multiple signatures is just not that
common. The map in question | was
submitting did in fact have a split of the major
portions of the responsible charge issues,
and based on that fact, | believed it was
appropriate that the two of us who
contributed to the making of the map should
actually sign it, and | could prove objectively
that this was entirely legal under the law. By
offering up Board Rule Sections 401 and
411, | was able to make the case that it's not
simply that | wanted to have two signatures,
it's a practice that is fully accommodated
under current state law. Problem solved.

Another example involved the submittal of a
legal description for a road dedication. The
right of way takings for the new alignment
passed through several parcels of a recorded
map. | chose to prepare the description as a
strip-type description, describing the new
alignment from end-to-end, and utilize the
caption to delineate the specific areas of
dedication parcel by parcel. The individual
reviewing and approving the submittals did
not agree with my methodology, simply on
the basis of "...that's not really how we do
things around here. We like to see things



described by the metes and bounds
method...". When | read that comment, |
could almost hear the banjo's start playing
the theme from Deliverance. The key issue to
remember here is "objectivity". If there is
any sort of law, rule, or regulation that can be
cited as a basis for a revision of this nature,
that's one thing. But, if a revision of this
nature is being requested and you can
objectively make a case for your preference,
you should do so. Remember, once you sign
a map or legal description, you are accepting
the liability for the sufficiency and accuracy of
the document. In the case of the strip method
vs. the metes and bounds preference, it was
my professional opinion that the strip method
was the most efficient, and there was no rule
or regulation stated in the city subdivision
manual that regulated the methodology used
in a description of this type. Therefore, the
individual was, essentially, creating 'law' from
behind his desk, a process that is usually
frowned upon by the City Attorney. These
issues were pointed out to the individual in
question by the City Attorney and the
descriptions were reviewed on their own
merits and eventually approved.

Again, the two main issues to keep in mind
with comments that you believe are
subjective are:

e You are the professional signing the
document, and accepting the liability
for it's sufficiency and accuracy. If, in
the future, the sufficiency or accuracy
of the document is questioned, you
can not take the position of "The map
checker made me do it that way".

e |f your case can be objectively
supported or proven, you should
follow up with a professional
communication to the checker, either
a letter, an e-mail or, at the very least,
a phone call, stating the merits of your
position. It may be that the checker is
not familiar with the issue in question,
and you could be influential in
‘educating' that individual on the
points in question.

The concept of the subjective review
comments are mostly a frustration to the
professional submitting the documents for
review. On the other hand, the objective
concept of map-checking vs. quality control is
a huge point of contention with the map
checker. | claim it's an objective issue
because more often than not, once a checker
starts to get into the review of a document, it
becomes clear as to whether or not the
document is actually complete enough to be
reviewed. In the case of a boundary issue, if
there has not been enough actual field work
or analysis to support the boundary being
shown on the map, there's really no reason to
continue with the review, since major portions
of the information shown may change with
additional survey and analysis. Also, every
now and then, it's clear by the appearance of
the mapping that the mapping is being
attempted by someone who has little or no
experience with the process. With the review
of a legal description, it is often the case that
the written description has been prepared by
someone who truly has no conceptual idea of
the standards, nuances, and precedents that
shape a properly composed description. In
these cases, the concept of 'quality control' of
an incomplete document, versus the review
of a complete document, is being foisted
upon the checker.

This is an occurrence that | have seen an
enormous increase in. Far too frequently, |
have been involved in the review of a map or
description that is simply not finished, or has
been prepared by an individual who is
obviously not competent in the endeavor. The
reasons for this may be one or a combination
of the following:

e Due to the current economic issues,
all the expensive people who know
how to do this stuff have been laid off;

e Due to the current economic issues,
all the skilled technicians who know
how to do this stuff have been laid off,
leaving only upper management



types, who are unfamiliar with the
processes in question;

e Due to the current economic issues,
jobs are being won for a fraction of
the cost that they should go for, and
there is simply not any time in the
budget for adequate in house quality
control;

e Due to a general lack of training,
education, and experience,
unqualified individuals are preparing
and supervising the preparation of
professional work product.

Regardless of the underlying root cause of
this alarming situation, it is becoming more
and more prevalent. Unfortunately, most
agencies are reeling from the same
budgetary issues that the private sector is.
They are forced to review a growing volume
of sub-standard work product with a shrinking
staff and a reduced budget. It has all the
makings of the perfect storm. Often times, the
checker's only possible response is to return
the map, un-checked, with a request for more
survey, analysis, or attention to detail. The
checker should not be put in the position of
suggesting professional level remedies for an
incomplete or insufficient submittal. The
checker's responsibility in this case is to
objectively inform the submitter of the major
conceptual deficiencies with the specific
issues, and return the document without
completing a comprehensive review. The
checker's responsibility does not necessarily
include providing extended professional
advice as to how to properly complete the
document. That responsibility falls squarely
on the professional in responsible charge of
the preparation of the document in question.
Often, as a checker, | see issues arise that |
believe | know the 'solution’ for. Ethically, |
believe it is my place to point out that there is
a specific problem, but not always my place
to offer a specific solution. It's often a fine line
between the two, but the checker must
maintain objectivity in isolating a potential
problem, and be careful not to offer a
subjective opinion on a solution.

The bottom line is this: It's your professional
product, and you have 100 percent of the
liability once the document is signed, sealed,
and recorded. The good news is that there is
a filter between you and that liability in the
agency review process. When both sides
actively participate in that process, it can
function as a professional partnership, and,
as with all partnerships, open, honest, and
objective communication is the key to
success.

Wow, maybe that's how | should handle my
teenagers, too. Now, if | can only solve the
traffic problem.............

Yes, it's that time of year again. The weather
warms up, we lather up the sun tan lotion,
and we hit the sandy beaches of beautiful
Socal!

You know there was a time though, when |
was younger, that | was leery of going
swimming in the ocean. It all started back in
1975 with a little block buster movie called
JAWS!

After several attacks, the police chief of
Amity Island, Chief Martin Brody, tries to
protect beachgoers by closing the beach,
only to overruled by the town council, which
wants the beach to remain open for the
tourist season; which is the town’s main
source of income.

This month marks the 36" anniversary of one
of the all time greatest American horror/thriller
films directed by Steven Spielberg.

Jaws filmed on the island of Martha’s
Vineyard, Massachusetts. This location was
chosen due to the fact the ocean had a
sandy bottom 12 miles out to sea and never
dropped below thirty-five feet.

With a budget of $12 million and 4
mechanical sharks, filming started in May of
1974.

Originally filming was scheduled to only take
55 days, but due to mechanical difficulties
with the sharks, unwanted sailboats drifting
into frame, cameras getting soaked, bad
weather, and the fact that the film started
without a script, it took 159 days to film.

Spielberg later reflecting back on the filming
was quoted: “I thought my career as a
filmmaker was over. | heard rumors..... that |
would never work again because no one had
ever taken a film 100 days over schedule”.

Regarded as one of the greatest films of all
time, “Jaws” made number 48 on the
American Film Institute’s 100 years..... 100
movies, a list of the greatest American films
of all time.

Though Spielberg’s first feature-length
directorial debut was “The Sugarland
Express” in 1974, “Jaws” put Spielberg on the
Hollywood map.

Following “Jaws”, Spielberg went on to
become one of the all time greats with
blockbuster epics such as “Close Encounters
of the Third Kind”, “Raiders of the Lost Ark”,
“ET”, “Jurassic Park”, “Schindler’s List”, and
“Saving Private Ryan”.

Did you know that “E.T.”, “Jaws”, and
