PRESIDENT'S LETTER

Every now and then, while performing record
document research in Orange County, |
come across my dad’'s signature. It usually
catches me by surprise. I'll be perusing the
record data, trying desperately to gather
enough decent information, when up it pops.
And that choice of the phrase ‘up it pops’ is
relevant, because that's what all of my
childhood friends called him — ‘Pops Cuomo’.
But | digress....

At the office, or at home, | think of my father
every day. When | am visiting my mother, |
often will just sneak back into his office and
simply sit in his chair. Literally, not
figuratively, | sit in his chair and do my best to
remember him, how he would nearly always
be in that room, working away. | draw upon
the distinction between the literal and the
figurative act of sitting in my father’'s chair for
a specific reason.

When | see his signature on an old map, | am
reminded of two very important concepts:
How a person was, and what a person could
be — the reality of us and the potential
within us. The reality of my father is pretty
well known. It's not as if he was a secretive
person. If you spent any time at all around
him, you knew he was a very committed
person to his causes: his family, his
profession, and his jokes. Let’'s focus on his
profession, since as members of C.L.S.A,, it
is our most relevant bond.

Whether it was his own private practice, his
tenure with both the State of California or the
County of Orange, or his true passion, Pacific
Land Seminars, Pops Cuomo was, | believe,
a nearly perfect combination of reality and
potential. I'm sure there is a fancy
psychological term for this balance of
performance and potential, but let’s just call it
self actualization. He was always striving to
perform at the highest level, and to also bring
all who were connected with him along for his
ride. It was this professional momentum, this
desire to be the immeasurable force that

would pummel the unmovable objects that |
most admire about him. It drove him to
succeed, it excited and invigorated him when
it worked, and it frustrated him deeply when it
failed.

When | look around his office, and when |
look out over the current state of our
profession, | begin to realize two very
profound things. The Reality is that it's
extremely easy to ‘literally’ sit in our chair.
The view is nice, the office pleasant, and the
scenery  comfortable. = However, The
Potential is quite different. It is a concept we
must realize is worth chasing. We can all
observe what was, but to create what will be
iS an entirely separate game. Napoleon
spoke of potential as being that one very
useful thing stashed at the bottom of a
soldiers' rucksack. On the battlefield, it may
be that 'thing' that could mean the difference
between life and death. That potential was
only put to good use, though, if the soldier
took the time to dig through the rucksack and
retrieve the 'thing'. In other words, potential is
wasted if, for whatever reason, it only
remains a potential. | believe now is the time
to seriously look at the current state of our
profession, and to take direct action toward
improving our collective lot — we have the
potential of doing great things in the coming
18 — 24 months, but it will take effort.

To realize even a fraction of our potential, we
must first codify our goals and objectives, and
then work tirelessly toward them. For this
effort, we must be willing to walk away from
the comfortable and familiar chair. | believe
that many of us will need to examine what
direction our profession has come from, and
what direction our profession must head. We
must recognize that all is not well, and that
we must come together to identify and pursue
a set of concepts that, as a whole, will in the
long run benefit our profession — those who
pursue it, and those who rely on it.. We must
challenge ourselves and each other to spend
time outside our comfort zones. We must
look beyond, say, the next 20 or 80 feet,
through to the horizon. To reach the horizon,
that which may now seem unattainable, we



simply need the proper course and a
sufficient amount of energy.

And, the really exciting thing about the
horizon is that it's always out there, spreading
immeasurably before us, just waiting to be
pursued.

I’'m looking forward to seeing you on the way
to the horizon......

Greetings Members,

| hope that this newsletter finds you all in
good health and spirits.

Did you know that March 1% marked the
50" Anniversary of the formation of the
Peace Corps?

The Peace Corps is a volunteer program
that is run by the United States
Government, as well as a government
agency of the same name.

The Peace Corps traces its roots and
mission back to October 14, 1960, when
then Senator John F. Kennedy, during his
presidential campaign, challenged
students at the University of Michigan to
serve their country in the cause of peace
by living and working in developing
countries.

The proposed Peace Corps idea was
popular amongst students, but many



critics claimed that the program was
nothing more than a mere haven for draft
dodgers.

During Kennedy's inaugural speech, he
again promised to create a program:
“And so, my fellow Americans: ask not
what your country can do for you — ask
what you can do for your country”.

A year after the initial challenge at the
University of Michigan, a federal agency
was created, devoted to world peace and
friendship.

The passage of the Peace Corps Act was
established on March 1, 1961 and
authorized by the Congress on
September 22, 1961.

The Act declares the program’s
purpose is:

“to promote world peace and friendship
through a Peace Corps, which shall make
available to interested countries and
areas men and women of the United
States qualified for service abroad and
willing to serve, under conditions of
hardship if necessary, to help the peoples
of such countries and areas in meeting
their needs for trained manpower”.

The Peace Corps’ mission has three
simple goals:

1. Helping the people of interested
countries in meeting their need for
trained men and women.

2. Helping promote a better
understanding of Americans on
the part of the peoples served.

3. Helping promote a better
understanding of other peoples on
the part of Americans.

As time passes on and the world
changes ever so often, the volunteers of
the Peace Corps has adapted and
responded to the issues of the times.

Volunteers have met new challenges with
innovation, creativity, determination, and
compassion. These volunteers have
helped people build better lives for
themselves.

Since its beginning, the Peace Corps has
served in 139 countries with over 200,000
Americans joining the cause for world
peace!

Each volunteer in the Peace Corps is an
American citizen, typically with a college
degree, who works abroad for a period of
24 months after three months of training.



Volunteers work with governments,
schools, non-profit organizations, non-
government organizations, and
entrepreneurs in education, hunger,
business, information technology,
agriculture, and the environment.

1961 PEACE CORPS GHANA 2011

Currently there are 8,655 volunteers
serving the Peace Corps which 60% are
female and 40% male. The average age
of a volunteer is 28 with about 7% being
over 50 years old.

The world has changed in the last 50
years and the Peace Corps has changed
with it. With Volunteers in 71 posts
serving 77 countries, today’s Peace
Corps is more relevant than ever.

| hope you have enjoyed my little article
on the 50" Anniversary of the Peace
Corps. I've learned more about the
Corps than ever knew before.

The world is full of information, it is up to
us to go out and find it.
