to local students. 
 
A third event in April was our quarterly 
state board meeting held in Oakland, 
California. We had a great turnout 
from Orange County. Seven of us 
attended including three who had 
never been to a meeting before. Peter 
will be giving a complete report in this 
newsletter but I wanted to highlight 
one thing that deserves additional 
mention. Kevin Ott, a surveying 
student at SCC, submitted a written 
request to start an official student 
chapter of CLSA at SCC. He attended 
the state board meeting and gave an 
impressive presentation on the 
mission and goals of the new student 
body.

There is not a complete 
report yet of how we did financially, but 
they did raise nearly $13,000 from the 
auction for scholarships (Tony Cuomo 
was the big winner with his successful bid 
of Matt Vernon’s custom-made 
surfboard).  The Central Office wanted to 
thank everyone who volunteered and 
participated, and are looking forward to 
seeing everyone next year for the next 
conference in Reno, NV.

By the 
straw vote it was promptly shot down by a 
near unanimous vote.

It will be circulated 
to country recorders prior to submitting for 
omnibus bill.
