SOPAC/CSRC Discussion: E-
Mail correspondence from KC
Offenberg was considered. KC
brought to the Boards attention
that as it is based at an
educational institution,
SOPAC/CSRC is no doubt going
to be subject to budget cut-
backs. KC noted that within the
last 52 weeks, the services
provided have been ‘down’ for 2
weeks. KC suggested that it
might be a good idea to promote
the idea that their services be
switched to a pay service,
perhaps with a nominal yearly
subscription service. KC
suggested that the CLSA would
be a likely body to spearhead
such an effort. Discussion topics
included specific questions about
the regional and statewide use of
the provided services, the
potential availability of State of
Federal Government grant
money, the potential availability
of state C.L.S.A. money, and the
potential of how much a ‘nominal
yearly subscription service’ might
cost versus the potential of lost
production in the event of un-
scheduled program down-time.
Tony will contact Art Andrews
(O.C. Geomatics Dept.) to get
some basic info about the
functional issues at hand, and will
report back at a future meeting.
Support of JPPC efforts to
pursue litigation: Dave spoke of
potential effort by the O.C.
J.P.P.C. to pursue litigation
against a target city (T.B.A.)

regarding the failure to monitor
and uphold existing monument
preservation legislation.
Discussion topic included various
incidents of cities failures to
uphold the current laws, the
concept that O.C. C.L.S.A.
financial efforts would be
contingent upon State C.L.S.A.
reimbursement, and a general
agreement that this type of action
would be warranted. Dave will
continue to inform the Board on
the progress and needs of this
potential effort.

c. In conjunction with the potential
litigation efforts against Cities,
Greg Sebourn proposed to
develop and present to the Board
a prototype presentation to be
made to cities that would educate
the various agencies about the
standing monument preservation
legislation and encourage their
participation and support of the
current laws.

EDITOR’'S CORNER
Greetings Members,

| hope that this newsletter finds you all in
good health and spirits.

Well here we are in the month of May and we
are moving right along. Every month | try to
write about something that is interesting and
not so much survey related.

We in our profession are surrounded by
survey/mapping all day, so why not read
about something different.

So since this is the month of May | decided to
write about that famous holiday Cinco de
Mayo; which is not even celebrated in
Mexico!

So hopefully you all had a great time
celebrating, | know | did. What the heck, |
needed another excuse to fire up the blender
and break out the Patron.

Cinco de Mayo is a holiday that
commemorates the Mexican Army’s unlikely

victory over the strong French forces at the
“Battle of Puebla on May 5, 1862.

Mexico had finally gained independence from
Spain in 1821 after a difficult and bloody
struggle, and a number of internal political
takeovers and wars, including the Mexican-
American War (1846-1848) and Mexican Civil
War of 1858, had ruined the national
economy.

During this period of struggle Mexico
accumulated some pretty heavy debts.
SoonJuly 17, 1861, Mexican President
Benito Juarez issued a moratorium in which
all foreign debt payments would be
suspended for two years, with the promise to
resume after the allotted time.

In response, France, Britain, and Spain sent
naval forces to Veracruz knocking on the
Mexican door looking for their funds.

Britain and Spain negotiated with Mexico and
withdrew, but France, at the time ruled by
Napoleon Il decided to take advantage of the
opportunity and try to establish an empire on
Mexican territory.

So late in 1861, a well-armed French army
attacked the much poorer equipped Mexican
army and drove President Juarez and his
government in retreat.

So in their quest to conquer Mexico City, the
French army encountered heavy resistance
from the Mexicans near Puebla, at the
Mexican forts of Loreto and Guadalupe.

The 8,000-strong French army was attacked
by the much poorer equipped Mexican army
of 4,000.

On May 5, 1862, surprisingly, the Mexicans
managed to crush the French army, which
was the best army at the time and one that
hadn’t been defeated in almost 50 years!

This victory represented a significant morale
boost to the Mexican army and instilled a



sense of national pride; hence the celebration
of Cinco de Mayo.

Unfortunately the victory was short lived.
Upon hearing the news, Napoleon Il sent
more troops to try and invade Mexico again.

30,000 more troops and a full year later, the
French were eventually able to depose the
Mexican army and take over Mexico City.

Now this victory was short lived as well; it
lasted from 1864 to 1867. With the American
Civil War now over in 1865, the U.S. began
providing assistance to Mexico to expel the
French!

Now what is the significance? Well the Battle
of Puebla was important for two reasons.
First, although considerably outhumbered,
the Mexicans defeated the French and since
the Battle of Puebla, no country in the
Americas has been invaded by a European
military force.

So besides another excuse to throw back a
few with some friends, what impact did this
Battle have on the United States?

Some historians have argued that Frances
real goal in invading Mexico was to break up
the American Union.

The Mexicans had won a great victory that
kept Napoleon Il from supplying the
confederate rebels for another year, allowing
the United States to build the greatest army
the world had ever seen.

This grand army smashed the Confederates
at Gettysburg just 14 months after the Battle
of Puebla, essentially ending the Civil War.

So next Cinco de Mayo, raise a glass and
have a toast to the Battle of Puebla... which
denied Napoleon Il the opportunity to get
involved in our business!

But please drink responsibly!
